“We want to celebrate Easter with our Orthodox brothers in Ukraine," Blessed Svyatoslav said.
"We understand that in the near future, Paschalia's reforms will not match our Orthodox brothers."
He noted that no Orthodox Church in the world uses Latin Paschalia, and the joint celebration of
Easter is a symbol of unity for the Orthodox world.

So when asked about the transition to Paschalia on the Gregorian calendar, the Primate replied that
"today we are only at the beginning of this difficult big path." “Now priority is given to local unity,
since today it is impossible to grasp the universal. Therefore, at the local level, we have taken such
a step to make a calendar reform in view of the ability or inability of our Orthodox brothers to fol-
low us, ”’said His Beatitude Sviatoslav.

At the same time, the head of the Church assured that the preservation of the current Passover does
not harm the unity of the UGCC with the Apostolic capital: “This unity, this is not imposing uni-
formism. It is always unity in diversity, he explained. His Beatitude Svyatoslav expressed his hope
that all Christians in Ukraine will be able to contribute to the joint reform of the church calendar,
but stressed that it will be a long and difficult path: “We in Ukraine-Orthodox, Greek Catholics,
Roman Catholics-we must be a catalyst of those processes .

In addition, the Open Church program on Living Television and the Father and the head of the
UGCC, His Beatitude Svyatoslav, spoke about the peculiarities and historical significance of the
Epistle of the UGCC Bishops' Synod in Ukraine regarding war and just peace in the context of new
ideologies, about the recent visit of the UGCC, as well as sharing his thoughts on whether temples
should be built during the war.

His Beatitude Svyatoslav explained why the

The Father and Head of the UGCC His Beatitude
Svyatoslav in the Open Church program on Liv-
ing TV expressed the church's position on pre-
serving the current Paschalia and celebrating
Easter on the Julian calendar. He stressed that it is
important for the UGCC to stay with Orthodox
brothers in Ukraine, and the issue of Paschalia
reform requires a deeper consideration.

His Beatitude Svyatoslav explained why the
UGCC in Ukraine celebrates Easter in the old
style. His Beatitude Svyatoslav noted that there
are two variants of Paschalia: a new one (which is
used by the Roman Catholic Church) and the old
one (which all the Orthodox churches of the
world serve). "For us, Greek Catholics, this is a
challenge," the head of the Church admitted. He
recalled that the majority of the UGCC parishes
outside Ukraine celebrate Easter under the new
